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INTRODUCTION

This booklet began in the fall of 2000 when I had the privilege of tak-
ing Armenian from Professor Michael E. Stone at the Hebrew University
of Jerusalem. The grammar that we used lacked comprehensive and sys-
tematic paradigms. I began to compile paradigms for my own use. ‘When
I showed them to Professor Stone, he suggested that we prepare them for
a printing so that future students would be able to take advantage of them.
He corrected a number of mistakes. The manuscript has since been
reviewed by Prof. dr. J.J.S. Weitenberg, Prof. dr. Theo van Lint and Dr.
Bert Vaux. Corrections and adjustments have been made based on
their recommendations, though not all of them could be included in what
is essentially a handbook for students studying ancient Armenian. Pro-
fessor Stone then went back through the manuscript once more and
revised it, making amplifications and final corrections.

The paradigms are intended to serve as a pedagogical aid, not as a scien-
tific grammar. I have not attempted to be completely exhaustive; rather,
I have tried to keep in mind the requiremerits of beginning students who need
to learn the paradigms and refer back to them. At the same time, enough of
the rare forms are included to enable students to make their way through
almost any part of speech. I have made no effort to incorporate grammar
into this work: it is a supplement to a grammar and not a grammar.
